	5: Fort Berthold Community College (FBCC) completed spring registration and began spring classes.  Ruth Hall Short Bull began teaching Field Research I and II, Biology, Earth Science, Physical Science, and Chemistry.  A group of FBCC Science Club students attended the North Dakota State Indian Science Fair and participated as judges.  Paula and Ruth gave presentations via Polycom to the Agricultural Education and Studies Faculty Seminar about the NRE project.  FBCC participated in the Tribal Education Week by hosting an Open House as a recruitment activity.  Local high schools were invited and given tours.  FBCC continued to host Sunday Academies for high school students once a month.  Ruth participated in an American Indian Higher Education Consortium (AIHEC) STEM Institute in Phoenix, Arizona with the other NRE Instructors from NICC and SGU.  Ruth and Kerry participated in SonisWeb training for faculty at FBCC to use for grading as well as retention.  Ruth and Kerry also participated in meetings for the preparation of the Higher Learning Commission's accreditation visit next spring.  They also participated in monthly curriculum meetings to address class offerings, retention, and to keep the Curriculum Committee updated on the NRE project.  Several Science students attended the AIHEC conference in New Mexico and participated in the research competitions, as well as the Science Bowl.  Ruth and Kerry participated in e-portfolio training.  Ruth took students on a field trip to Sitting Bull College.
