Linda represented SBC at the Natural Resources Education Project (NRE) Annual Meeting at Niobrara State Park in
Nebraska. The grant was extended and is scheduled to expire at the end of September, 2006. Four areas were
identified to promote sustainability during the next two years: 1) supporting outreach to Tribal College communities, 2)
strengthening networks, communication and relationships, 3) assuring continuation of the NRE instructor positions,
and 4) enhancing natural resources academic programs. Hazelnuts from University of Lincoln-Nebraska were
distributed to be planted in this area as part of a research project.

Dr. Lee Manske, Researcher with NDSU Agriculture Research Service out of Dickinson, gave a two-day range tour in
the Rock Creed District for ranchers as a follow-up to the January 2004 Grazing Workshop. Dr. Manske will present a
1 credit graduate level course (through NDSU) on Designing Planned Grazing Systems here January 25-27, 2005 at
Prairie Knights Casino.
