          While attending the Specialty Forest Product Production and Marketing workshop, I was able to network and discuss several potential projects with participants from the UN-L and ISU.  While preparing the Water Quality sub-project, I communicated with Doug Malo and Bruce Menzel. No barriers were encountered except for the distance between institutions.  
	9:          Funds needs to available for promoting the project and establishing relationships.  Promotion in person is the most effective manner to publicize the project to members of Standing Rock Nation.  Also, gifts to demonstrate sincerity facilitate establishing a working relationship.  I had posters on hand and I used NRE project funds to purchase tree seedlings and packets of organic seeds which were given not only as gifts but also for demonstration of planting techniques, promotion of tree planting and gardening, and research into different tree planting techniques—mainly hand planting into sod, removing vegetation to create a clear area around the tree, and deep watering once a week when needed.  Growth and survival rates will be compared with conventionally planted sites.

          The greatest accomplishment this quarter was the promotion of the project to land users and tribal communities.  Also, completing the sub-project proposal for a water quality project.  Another accomplishment was the quarterly report I prepared for the SBC Board of Trustees (copy attached).

•	I attended the Specialty Forest Product Production and Marketing workshop conducted by Scott Josiah and held at Arbor Day Farms in Nebraska City, Nebraska.  I will present this information at a workshop that will be open to the public and held at Sitting Bull College.  This information will also be incorporated into workshops given to tribal local districts (8) on various topics in the field of natural resources.  As I talk with local farmers and ranchers, I can use this information when discussing alternative income producing products.

•	Ordered a rangeland grass seed mix to demonstrate native grass seeding on 1000 square feet of the new college campus. Native forbs prevalent in the area will also be planted to determine if an area can be seeded to native grasses and be indistinguishable from native prairie and in what time frame. The SBC Facilities Committee volunteered to plant and care for it.  This was not funded with NRE funds.

•	I coordinated a GIS/GPS workshop for USDA, Tribal and BIA staff which was held at SBC on June 11 and attended by seven people.

•	I taught an evening basic Biology course for an instructor who was seriously ill and out until fall.  Most of the students were older and several were from ranching families.  They were helpful in brainstorming for ideas to enhance the NRE project.

•	In order to introduce the program and gain individual, family and community support, I distributed tree seedlings to individuals in communities, farm and ranch families that I knew desired trees but needed to hand plant them, and community members.  I gave instruction and/or demonstrated proper tree planting techniques.

•	I assisted in instructing a summer Ethnobotony class that included identification of woodland and rangeland plants, traditional uses of the plants and the Lakota/Dakota names for the plants.

•	I ordered 1000 organic seed packets (dated for 2001) which were distributed as gifts expressing my sincerity to work together when I explained the NRE project.  Seed packets were distributed to the community garden projects and to individuals.  Some packets were planted around the SBC campus.

•	Attended a one-day Grant Writing Workshop at SBC.

•	Attended a one-day Web Site Building Workshop at SBC.

•	Worked with USDA and tribal staff to reestablish the interpretive trail/mountain bike path at Prairie Knights Marina.

•	Attended the USDA ARS field day.

•	Assisted in the flea beetle collection/dispersion for leafy spurge control and coordinated activities with tribal staff
