1) Plans are still in place to renovate the Prairie Knights Marina Interpretive Trail.  The part-time employee working on this no longer works for this project.  Hopefully the Ecology Club will help with this project.  2) Linda is teaching Introduction to Range Management and Naked Eye Star Knowledge this semester.  Some of the students are also ranchers.  3) Loretta BadHeartBull continues to work part-time outreaching to local communities on the topic of water quality.  The results of the water quality tests analyzed by a professional lab on individual wells are being delivered in person and explained.  New samples are being analyzed and taken to a professional lab when more investigation is merited.  The Ecology Club purchased a Well Driller’s Water Quality Test Kit that primarily uses test strips.  4) The Ecology Club, advised by Linda Hugelen, had their pickup for their section of the highway in the North Dakota Adopt-a-Highway program.  5) Monica Cady-Skye promoted community gardening in the tribal districts and actively helped set up and maintain the gardens.  The growing season was not good so the Hubbard Squash project will be held again next year.  6) The herb/flower gardens on campus are being expanded to allow for additional species of perennial plants.  This will be the site of demonstrations on using, drying, and preserving these plants.   7) Zeno Wicks, SDSU Corn Researcher asked Sitting Bull College and NDSU to partner in a native corn research project.  Plans are still being discussed.  8)  Co-hosted, with Manaja Hill, Tribal USDA Coordinator, a “Protecting Mother Earth” Workshop for Ag Producers and Ranchers at the McLaughlin Sales Barn on July 9.  Participating agencies included the USDA NRCS and FSA, Tribal Departments, BIA, EPA and State agencies.  Dr. Lee Mankse, NDSU, gave a two-day field tour on grazing methods for local ranchers.
	5: An active discussion on needs was held at the mid-year meeting in Nebraska.  Students and community members continue to provide input.
	7: 
1) Linda continues to take courses on her own time and expense from SDSU working toward a PhD degree in Biological Sciences.  Topics covered in these courses will be included in courses Linda teaches at SBC. For one course, Linda wrote and submitted a proposal and was awarded the “Metatdata Creation” grant for $9 from the National Geospatial Data Center of the USGS.   2) Manaja Hill, Tribal USDA Coordinator, continues to work closely with SBC in presenting workshops and offering training opportunities for local land users.  Plans are being made for winter workshops for agriculture producers.  3) Participated in a Prairie Dog Management meeting on Sept. 13 with Tribal Staff, EPA and Extension Agents.  More meetings on this topic will be held in the future.  4) Zona Loans Arrow respected elder, spoke to the student body about growing up with her grandparents and living off the land.
	8: The mid-year meeting held in Nebraska greatly increased the collaboration potential among the institutions.  Also, the trip to Washington, DC provided an opportunity to plan for future events and projects.  Group conversations and meeting in person stimulated relationships at both these events.
